PARISH NURSE UPDATE
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PASTORAL COUNSELOR

Periodically the General Conference of the United Methodist Church works on the creation of a new Hymnal. In more
recent years we have added song books that provide us with even more music to be used in our services of

worship. This has multiplied both the number of songs and hymns, but also the music from various countries and ethnic
sources, all of which makes our singing even more diversified and creative.

When | was a child growing up in the Methodist Church, our liturgical congregational music was limited to one Hymnal
copyrighted in 1935. The congregation loved many of the hymns, but some of the hymns were repetitious and could get
stale. Inthe 1960's General Conference committees began preparation on the music and text of a new Hymnal. This
cleared the way for a united Hymnal to be used by the Methodist Church and the Evangelical United Brethren

Church. In the process various hymns were deleted. It's difficult to comprehend the basis on which selections are made
on hymn tunes and texts to be included. Consequently, some beautiful new hymns were added. Other loved favorite
hymns were omitted.
