Program Overview:
· The Confirmation Program is available to students entering 8th grade and above, whose parents are members of Nichols United Methodist Church.  If the parents are not members, they must commit to attending the first available “New Members” class in the Fall.  Adult members of the church, desiring to be confirmed, are encouraged to join the class.

· The program’s duration is one intense year.

· The class will meet each Sunday from September thru May, except where noted in the class schedule.  Classes usually begin on Homecoming Sunday.  Students are expected to attend every class.

· Students are expected to attend a worship service every week.

· Class will meet on Sunday morning from 8:45am – 9:45am.

· Confirmation Sunday is scheduled for Pentecost Sunday (June 12, 2011).  

The 6 C’s of Confirmation

CHOICE:
Students, this is your CHOICE!  This is your decision.  You can choose to begin this journey now – or wait until another time.  It is up to you.  You may also join the church by “Profession of Faith” at age 18, even if you have not been confirmed.

COMMITMENT:  
Confirmation is a big commitment!  You are expected to attend class and worship each week.  You are expected to attend special services and participate fully in all aspects of the program.
COVENANT:
You will be asked to sign a Covenant… This is your promise to God and the leadership of this church to fully enter into the Confirmation journey.
CHRISTIAN MENTORS:
You will choose an adult member of NUMC to provide guidance and share the confirmation journey with you.





COMMUNITY SERVICE:
Your service to the outreach ministries of the church.  A minimum of 20 hours is required.

CHRISTIAN FELLOWSHIP:  We encourage you to join Jr. NYF.  It’s a great way to socialize with other youth in the church.
