Adult Mentors
Responsibilities:
· A mentor serves as an adult friend to a Confirmand on their journey towards making a personal commitment to Christ and NUMC.

· A mentor must be an adult member of NUMC.  He or she must be active in the life of the church, and attend worship services on a regular basis.

· A mentor must possess a sincere desire to share their faith, gifts and time with a student during his/her Confirmation journey and beyond.

· A mentor cannot be a parent, grandparent or sibling of the Confirmand.  Parents of other confirmands cannot be mentors.  In addition, the staff at NUMC are not eligible to be mentors.
Expectations:

1.  Pray daily for your Confirmand and his/her family.

2.  Help your Confirmand complete twenty hours of community service, which should 
      benefit NUMC or any of it’s outreach ministries.  At least 5 of their service hours 
      should be completed together.

3.  Complete a monthly assignment from the “Claim the name: Talkpoints” workbook 
      and meet with your Confirmand to discuss it.

4.  Stay in contact with your Confirmand after Confirmation to encourage them in 
      their relationship with Christ and the church.

5.  Attend the following:

6.  Accompany your Confirmand on our Confirmation Rally with the Bishop 

     (May 5 or 12).
